About the Awards

The Fantastic for Families Awards recognise outstanding achievement in arts and cultural provision for different generations across the UK. The Awards have been running since 2013, previously as the Family Arts Festival Awards. 
This year’s Fantastic for Families awards will celebrate and share the wonderful commitment and resilience the creative sector has shown during the Covid-19 pandemic. 
In the last year, we have experienced significant challenges to develop and deliver creative experiences and content for families, with many organisations and cultural providers experiencing reductions in staff capacity and huge changes and disruptions to planned activities. Despite the challenges, we want to celebrate some of the fantastic work created and adapted to help families during an incredibly difficult year. 
We also want to celebrate the remarkable efforts to continue to support older generations with creative and social opportunities during the pandemic. We are awarding an Age-Friendly Outreach award to recognise the particular work developed in this area.
Whether you are a venue who has translated their work to socially distanced/outdoor settings, a producer who has developed online content, or an artist who has created packs or resources for families in need, we want to hear from you!
Fantastic for Families Awards are given by the Family Arts Campaign, the national Sector Support Organisation for arts engagement and families, funded by Arts Council England and the Esmée Fairbairn Foundation.
Entries will be shortlisted and judged by an expert panel drawn from the Family Arts Campaign Consortium. Awards will be presented in an online ceremony as part of the 2021 Family Arts Campaign Conference which will take place in autumn 2021 (date tbc). 
Who can apply?
Application is by self-nomination. Applications are open to any UK-based cultural organisation or cultural event/activity organiser operating during the 2020/21 pandemic between March 2020 – April 2021. Awards will recognise activities/events/initiatives that took place during this period.
To be eligible for an Award, your organisation must have first signed up to the Family Arts Standards and/or the Age-Friendly Standards. Please follow the links for information on how to register.
Your organisation should also be using fantasticforfamilies.com to promote any family-focused events and/or activities.

	Best Family Arts Activity 
	This category focuses on family arts activities delivered during the Covid-19 pandemic. This award celebrates families’ overall enjoyment, the quality of the content provided and the suitability for family audiences of all ages. 
This award recognises both digital and non-digital approaches, delivered remotely or in-person. 
NB: You can only submit one event / activity per organisation for this category.

	Best Age-Friendly Outreach 
	This category recognises forms of outreach approaches, such as support or programming, provided specifically for older audiences. 
This could be through participation in age-friendly activities, supplying creative resources, or broader forms of support and outreach during the Covid-19 pandemic.

	Audience Impact & Innovation Award
	This award recognises the achievements of creative organisations or cultural event organisers who have demonstrated innovation and adaptability to make a difference to families in need during the pandemic.
